Students learn to process grief with help from Ms. Chavez

Grief is love with no space to go. It sits
inside your mind and heart, rewiring the
person you once used to be. People go
through losing someone, but losing a
parent/parental figure can be harder than
most. It causes shut downs in people and
can make students lose focus in school.
Being a student who struggles with grief, my
grief group at the school really helps me out.
The parent grief group is run by our social
worker, Ms. Chavez, who is incredibly
engaged with the students and gives them
more than enough support. Many students
go for support and comfort, which is
provided and offered to those students who
are in need. “For me, personally, the grief
group has definitely changed the way I cope.
When 1 first joined, I was very quiet and
every time my dead parent would be brought
up, I wouldn’t take the conversation very
well. T feel like now I am more open and
accepting of telling people and expressing
myself to others. Ms. Chavez is amazing, and
I go to her more than most. She helps
students in any way she can, either with
methods, talks, [or] candy. She will show she
cares and her genuine concern for you
through anything possible,” shared a
student from the group. Ms. Chavez’s
impact on the students who go through their
gricf has a very big influence on the
students’ minds. Many students who struggle
with grief usually feel very alone, and she
created a space where they did not need to
feel like that. It really helps students regulate
and learn their emotions instead of pushing
them away or hiding them. Another student
from the group said, “From my experience, it
shows you how to cope with bad habits and
stuff. With like smoking and drinking, I cut
back on that stuff I struggled with. I just feel
like it helps with our emotions. Ms. Chavez
makes it easier because she is very reliable
and she listens and is there.” Other students
and I go so we can try to process our grief
emotions, progress, and relationships with
those around wus. Things can get a bit
complicated when grieving, and your
dynamics with people will change. After
losing a parent most of us have become the
opposite of ourselves and who we used to be.
“It helps me calm down and really think
about the stuff I'm doing. Just being with
other people in the hallways knowing I see
people from group, I know they just like me
and what it’s like to lose a parent,” said one
of the group’s members. It helps take weight
off of ourselves with what we go through.
Going through grief at such a young age and
having to do school can be hard to manage.

Mental health in school is extremely
important, and the grief group allows
students to express themselves. “Group

helps us with stress and trying to understand
what has happened with our parents. It just
helps us grieve and express our feelings. Ms.
Chavez is always there for you and will keep
it real with you, or just be there to comfort
you,” said another student. There are so
many different benefits from going to grief
group. My favorite are the connections that
are built. Students bond because we all know
the struggle, and we aren’t here to judge.
The connections help you understand your
gricf on a different level than having to go

through it alone. Another student added, “I
think the grief group affects the students
who go and participate. I am a student who
participates, and it has gotten me more
comfortable. For kids who don’t like therapy
and talking one-on-one with someone,
others listen to the stories we share that can
be relatable to each other. And it gives us the
opportunity and idea that you can
communicate with what you go through. I
love that Ms. Chavez does group for us. She
1s like a superhero for these kids, and she
understands. She knows what it is like even
when she had both of her parents. She has
been there since day one. As much as she is
here for us, we are here for her, too, because
she knows what it is like as well.” Hearing
the other students' stories about our parents
can be relatable. I realized that not all of us
talk about the harder things in life like
death. I understand it’s deep, but it is real.
Many, many people worldwide go through
grief. Whether it is a family member, friend,
or pet. We are taught the different grief types
and how it affects us because it isn’t just one
emotion or feeling. Grief has no time limit
or age on it. Anyone can experience loss in
many ways. There are things such as grief
bursts which are just random outbursts that
can be caused by very simple things that you
wouldn’t even think would be connected.
Being in a grief group makes it less lonely.
Another anonymous student said, “Grief
groups have an impact on students such as
myself, very positively. It helps us open up
and talk about how we really feel. It lets us
know that we aren’t the only one going
through it, and that we have a community.
Ms. Chavez's impact is also very positive.
She is a listener and is there when you need
her. She takes time out of her [day] and
schedules [time] just to be here sitting with
us because not many people will do that.
Especially with high school kids talking
about just what they have been through
traumatically. She also touches on key things
to help us break down our walls or shells.”
When someone can take time out of their
day to show up and make it known they are

present can make darker times slightly
brighter. Having a space to be comfortable
with those who are similar to you makes you
feel less of an outcast. Everyone processes
their grief differently. It's not just students
who experience grief. Our staff does too; it
comes in all different forms. Knowing
someone 1s going through a similar
experience does make it easier. “Grief group
affects the TFN population in a positive way.
It helps students realize that they are not the
only one who has suffered this tragic loss of a
parent. The meetings I have gone to over the
years, students find strength within each
other, even when they have different stories.
Just students having each other around one
another 1s a very positive thing,” said Mr
Anaclerio, who has worked with Ms. Chavez
supporting students. “It’s been about 12-15
years since Ms. Chavez approached me. She
found out my dad passed away when I was in
high school, and my older sister had recently
passed at the time. She asked me if I would
be willing to go to the grief group... The first
meeting [ walked into the room was
completely packed, there was nowhere to sit
and it was overwhelming to see that. What
she does in those meetings that I have
attended 1s incredible work. She will ask if I
can help with students who I have. At the
start of each semester, I tell them I had a
loss and about the grief group. Students
should not fight that battle alone, so I
recommend students to her It must be
overwhelming for her sometimes with all the
different hard stories, but I know what she
does 1s helping students improve their lives,”
added Anaclerio. As a student who had him,
when he spoke about his experience and
talked about our grief group, it made me feel
more connected to the school itself. In our
group we do special events together, and we
bond over the things that seem hard. It is
hard to open up on some things but being
together gives us strength. Without Ms.
Chavez, we wouldn’t  have these
opportunities to take care of ourselves. She
makes it easier to remember to take care of
yourself and your mental health.
